Jammed nose gear

This emergency includes a missed approach, a low pass, a touch and go and the emergency landing proper .

A) Missed approach

PIL 
Bealine 006 is established on the ILS for 26.

TWR 
006 / report outer marker I wind 360 20 Kt, gusting 30 Kt.

PIL 
006.

(Time interval)

PIL 
Bealine 006 / we have undercarriage trouble / we would like to go around.

TWR 
Climb to 2000 ft and turn left heading 200°.

PIL 
2000 ft / left 200° / 006.

TWR 
Do you intend to make another approach straight away or to hold somewhere ?

PIL 
I'll have to hold for a while to sort this out.

TWR 
OK / climb to 3000 ft and proceed to SEL / contact Approach now on 121.65.

B) Low pass

(Time interval : 006 has contacted Approach on 121.65 and been given holding instructions).

PIL 
We have a full emergency now / we're unable to lower (or extend or put out) the nose gear.

APP 
Roger / leave SEL I heading 080.

PIL 
Turning on to 080 / we'd like to make a low pass for visual check.

APP
Please make your low pass on the right-hand side of 26 over the apron, then if you have to make an emergency landing, it'll have to be runway 02.

PIL 
Roger.

(Time interval : 006 is radar vectored to the ILS and then instructed to contact the Tower on 119.6)

PIL 
Tower / Bealine 006 is turning on to the ILS for low pass over 26.

TWR 
Report short final.

(Time interval)

PIL 
006 / short final.

TWR 
You make the low pass on the right-hand side of the runway I I’ll keep you advised.

PIL 
Roger.

(Time interval)

TWR 
The nose wheel doesn’t appear to be down.

PIL 
Roger I can you get our engineers out and we'll do another low fly-past.

C) Touch and go

(Time interval : 006 carries out the missed approach procedure, contacts APP on 121.65 and requests permission to make a touch and go).

PIL 
Request permission for touch and go I we'll attempt to jar the wheel down.

APP 
OK for touch and go on 26 I turn left 320° I report established on the ILS.

(Time interval : 006 is cleared for touch and go by the Tower and then reports to the Tower while going around.

PIL 
006 is going around.

TWR 
Roger I climb to 2000 ft I turn left heading 230.

PIL 
2000 ft I left 230 / 006.
D) Emergency landing

(Time interval : 006 contacts APP on 121.65 after completing the missed approach.

PIL 
Nose wheel still appears to be jammed I we'll have to make an emergency landing on 02.

APP 
Roger / I’ll position you on the ILS for 02 about 10 miles from the field / will that be OK with you ?
